Matt Lauer in Belize to discuss the e�ects of
climate change on coral reefs and the ocean. The
“Ends of the Earth” segment aired over two days
on America’s top-rated morning news show.

Jean-Michel Cousteau has set a fast pace of
environmental diplomacy. He was invited to The
White House in January to witness President
George W. Bush’s action to create three new
marine national monuments in the South Paci�c. The
designation of 195,210 square miles of protected
ecosystems comes just two years after Bush, at the
urging of Cousteau, created the Northwest Hawaiian
Islands National Monument. “Mr. Bush said his
consciousness about marine life was raised for that
�rst, precedent-setting ocean protection after a
White House showing of a documentary by Jean-Michel Cousteau,”
according to the Louisville Courier-Journal. Cousteau was also a plainti�
in a lawsuit against the U.S. Navy to protect marine mammals from
devastating sonar testing that was settled in December. The settlement
requires the Navy to spend $15 million over three years on research into
the e�ects of sonar on marine life. TalentPlus-GREEN client Joel
Reynolds negotiated the settlement for Cousteau and the NRDC.
